(2) Current E7s on the Best Qualified List that hold the DMOS of the vacant position as
a PMOS, SMOS, or AMOS.

(3) Current E7s and E8s on the Best Qualified List who are non-MOS qualified for the
vacant position.

(4) Soldiers currently not on the Best Qualified List, however on the current promotion
list.
